In the triple representation of the game between
government, market, and civil society, the WHO represents the
government, while the market and civil society may represent
pharmaceutical companies and NGOs, respectively.

With the expansion of the process of globalization, we are
witnessing cross-border and even globalization of diseases and
transmission of viruses in the global arena. Bird flu, for instance, was a
local and regional infectious disease that spread to birds and was
transmitted from birds to humans. SARS is another disease that was
transmitted in different ways and became one of the regional human
diseases. Due to widespread air travel and international exchanges, the
SARS virus has become a regional challenge with global implications.
SARS was the first post-osteopathic disease and marked the transition
from public health governance to infectious disease from a traditional
Westphalian to post-osteoporotic framework. But with the emergence
of the new corona virus, known as COVID19, there still seems to be a
combination of Westphalian governance (represented by states) and
post-Westphalian one (represented by civil society and the market) at
three national, regional and global levels.

transition to a post-Westphalian order and beyond borders, how
governments deal with the virus to Its management fits perfectly into
the Westphalian framework. The virus is now spread all over the world
and there is no place in the world where the virus has not been spread,
but how to deal with it has been different in every country. Therefore,
the purpose of holding the International Conference on Consequences
of COVID19 for Different Regions of the World is to explore the
experiences of other countries and regions in the face of the COVID19
and the impact it has had on various economic, political, social,
environmental, governance, etc. fields of regional studies.

Over the past few decades, the concept of health diplomacy has
become one of the most important and widely used concepts in
the field of international relations. This approach today serves as
an opportunity to build a bridge between governments and the
private sectors and non-governmental organizations (NGOs) to
promote public health. Since late 2019, the crisis caused by the
pandemic of the new Corona virus, scientifically named
COVID19, has caused many threats in various forms of security,
including human security, health security, socio-economic and
political security, and has posed setious risks to the world. This
paper by using the tools and actors in the field of health
diplomacy, seeks to examine the role of health diplomacy in
managing the Corona crisis and reducing the global threats posed
by it in Iran. Accordingly, the present study uses a descriptive-
analytical method to answer the question of what the role of
health diplomacy in the management of the Corona crisis in Iran
is? Findings show that the use of health diplomacy improves
effective cooperation at three levels of government, international
organizations and international NGOs to manage the Corona
crisis in which negotiations, consultations and recommendations
play an important role.

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Effect of Adhering to Corona Virus Health Protocols on
Customer Satisfaction and Purchasing Power in Pharmacies
in Five Major Cities of Iran

The widespread prevalence of COVID19 disease and its many
effects on businesses is one of the most important issues in the
world today. To stop the transmission of this disease, the
community must pay attention to health protocols. The main
purpose of this study is to investigate the effect of adhering to
corona virus health protocols on customer satisfaction and
economic purchasing power in five major cities of Iran. This
research was an analytical-survey study and the statistical
population was 850 customers of pharmacies in 5 cities of
Tehran, Mashhad, Isfahan, Tabriz and Shiraz, which were
identified by cluster sampling. Structural equation method and
SPSS 23 and SMARTPLS2 software were used for statistical
analysis and testing of the conceptual model of the research. The
results showed that all four factors of health protocols in entry
and exit (impact factor 0.183), on the shelf of drugs (impact
factor 0.2306), disinfection of the reception and response counter
(impact factor 0.321) and Observance of social distance (impact
factor 0.275) has a positive and significant effect on customer
satisfaction with the implementation of coronavirus health
protocols. Besides, customer satisfaction from these actions can
have a positive effect on the customet's intention to buy. It is
suggested that health care providers and business managers pay
more attention to social distance as an important measure to
prevent the transmission of coronavirus. Managers should also
be aware that adhering to corona virus health protocols, in
addition to being mandatory and cost-effective, has a positive
effect on customer satisfaction and ultimately on the economic
intent of the customer to buy in the new business world.

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Bankruptcy in the Time of Covid: PRC Courts Adopt
Special Measures during the Period of Covid Prevention and
Control
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The novel coronavirus was first manifest in Wuhan, People’s
Republic of China, in late 2019. By January 2020, as the virus
spread rapidly throughout China and other countries, PRC
authorities focused on measures to address the medical, social,
and economic effects of the pandemic. Among their concerns
were ensuring sufficient preventive, treatment, and other medical
supplies, as well as providing essential goods. Parallel to the
government’s prevention and treatment efforts, PRC courts
likewise began adopting measures in bankruptcy cases to address
the consequences of Covid. China’s Enterprise Bankruptcy Law
(EBL), in effect since 2007, allows for business liquidation,
reorganization, and voluntary settlement with creditors. While
there are significant differences between the EBL and western
bankruptcy statutes, such as the U.S. Bankruptcy Code, the EBL.
shares many similarities with foreign bankruptcy regimes. These
include reorganization of potentially viable enterprises,
liquidation of clearly defunct enterprises, and priority treatment
of the claims of secured creditors. Notwithstanding the EBL
provisions, in January 2020 PRC courts, at the direction of local
governments, began to modify bankruptcy procedures and rules
in specific cases in order to ensure the continued production of
goods related to epidemic prevention and control, and products
for meeting basic needs. In some courts these adaptations have
been informal, but in others covid-related bankruptcy policies
have been imposed by provincial high courts. Common
characteristics of these measures include extensive local
government management of the case, court-approved guarantees
and incentives for new lending, and modification of the priority
claims of secured creditors. In this paper I examine a selection of



recent bankruptcy cases in which courts utilized special covid-
related rules and procedures. In addition, I review the
“Implementation Opinions” issued by the Jiangsu High Court to
lower courts in Jiangsu on bankruptcy administration during the
“Covid prevention and control period.”” These materials
lluminate some of the consequences of Covid for bankruptcy
administration in China.

In this article, using the descriptive and deductive
method, we will focus on the analysis of the most important Civil
Law European constitutional systems (Italy, France, Germany,
Spain) about the policies implemented to administer the country
in times of emergency. Therefore, we’ll try to answer this
question: have the FEuropean states followed their own
constitutions regarding the administration of the emergency
deriving from COVID19 pandemic and in case of non-
application of the constitutional norms to what dangers are
democratic systems subjected? The first model in this field is the
Italian constitutional system. In the Italian Constitution there
isn’t a clear principle about State of Emergency and crisis
management. Therefore the Italian Government to administer
the crisis resulting from COVID19 pandemic has put in place a
series of rules without clear harmony. Another model is the
French Legal system. Article 16 of the French constitution
outlines the government's powers in the event of large public
crises. Despite this, the executive power has preferred not to
follow constitutional directives and the legal system has tried to
respond to the crisis implementing a series of rules relating to
public health. The third model is the German system. Articles 80
and 115 of the German constitution present different methods
for managing public crises. In this case too, the government
preferred not to implement the various states of emergency
provided in the constitution to administer the COVID19
pandemic. In fact, the German government for crisis
management has preferred to implement ordinary rules regarding
public health. The last model is the Spanish system. Article 116
of the Spanish Constitution provides three different types of
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crises that can be administered in an extraordinary way by the
government. The Spanish executive power was the only one
among the main civil law models in Europe to follow the dictates
of Constitution. Indeed, the Spanish government has activated
one of the states of emergency presented in the Constitution to
combat COVID19 pandemic. However, these data show that
despite the similarity of problems in European countries, the
Civil Law Constitutional systems of this region do not have the
same framework and rules for crisis management. But the
common denominator is that (with the exception of the Spanish
government, which has tried to align its decisions with its
Constitution and use the tools set out in this legal document to
resolve unusual social problems) most of European governments
have ignored the rules of Constitutions about State of
Emergency and they have managed the COVID19 pandemic by
making emotional political decisions that are not justifiable in
terms of constitutionalism such as the rule of law and the
principle of the hierarchy of norms. The reason for this
contradiction goes back to the large scale of the Coronavirus
crisis, considering that it is the largest public crisis imposed on
Europe since the end of World War II and governments are not
legally prepared to deal with it. This, however, cannot be an
acceptable justification, because governments and democratic
societies must be able to obey your own rules in all
circumstances. In the event of repeated violations of concepts
such as the rule of law and the principle of the hierarchy of
norms, democratic governments will become authoritarian
institutions with a decent appearance; with the recurrence of
crises similar to the COVID19 pandemic in the future, there is
the risk that the de facto dictatorship could replace the de jure
democracy.

Therefore, these conditions of the institution of science and
higher education of the country have led to a new endeavor in

This created the need for
descriptive-analytical research using qualitative content analysis
in response to the question of what are the most important
effects of the COVID19 pandemic on the missions of higher
education institutions in Iran. Findings indicate that Corona in
seven areas of higher education, contractual obligations, non-
governmental higher education institutions in particular,
international scientific and student exchanges, science and
technology parks and knowledge enterprise, staff salaries and
layoffs of contract staff has had a significant impact.
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This research considers the Corona pandemic as a security threat
and argues that one the foundational international relations
theoties, the realism, has been revealed to be far limited in terms
of its explanatory power than it declares. The argument is that
realism has a valid logic and reasons for confidence since answers
to the pandemic have confirmed the supremacy of sovereign
states, the grounds for the state’s power competition.
Nevertheless, the pandemic also presents realism’s weaknesses as
a source for successful policy answer to this security challenge.
In other words, realism is better at defining risks and threats than
suggesting solutions. Put simply, realism’s explanatory power lies
in diagnosis rather than treatment or prevention. To make this
clear, one insight the pandemic emphasizes is the realist view of
states as the fundamental actors in world politics. As the
coronavirus hit, states shifted quickly to close or tighten
international borders, controlled movement within their borders.
However, while much independent national action is
understandable from realism's point of view, so is its
insufficiency. Unilateralism and state-based measures, such as
border controls did not spare states from the pandemic and
unilateral measures risk ending up in national economic and
social crisis. To fight the Corona pandemic most efficiently,
policymakers will have to shift to the other theoretical traditions
as overcoming this security threat, will depend more and more
on greater international openness, trust and cooperation. Hence,
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while from the realism's view, unilateral and state-based actions
may serve the national interest to fight the pandemic 'within the
national borders', however, the pandemic is a global security
threat and thus remains unsolved so long as other states and non-
state actors have not done the same and states move on
unilaterally. Solving crisis and security threats such as a
pandemic, similar to world economic or other security crisis
cannot be solved based on the realist considerations of zero-sum
competitive logic. Instead, transnational security threats, such as
Coronavirus, are unmasking the limitations of individual states
actions in the global system. Thus, while realism does an
excellent job of 'diagnosing the problem', it does not offer
solutions to that the problem. Considering the necessity of
wotldwide medical items and actions, coordinated and offered
also by international organizations and non-state actors, the
uncoordinated state-based actions results in an ineffective
solution to this security crisis. The perspective, this research aims
to offer is that given the limits of realism, we need more faith in
international trans-boundary cooperation based on mutual trust,
especially trust vis-a-vis international institutions. However, the
research argues that neither the United Nations nor the WHO
can overcome the coronavirus alone, nor international
institutions are alternatives to state action in international
relations. Instead, they are an instrument of foreign policy and
statecraft and we need to rely on them, incorporating them in
finding solutions to the global security threats. According to
constitutionalists, Robert Keohane and Lisa Martin "states are
indeed self-interested, but cooperation is often in their interest
and institutions help to facilitate that cooperation."

Transforming effect of the COVID19, as a global threat or crisis,
can be found in the realm of asymmetric conflicts in East Asia
too. From the mid-2000s, and especially from 2010 onward, Fast
Asia has witnessed the increase of territorial asymmetric conflicts
on the South China Sea, which led to external balancing against
China by weaker states in the region. But resisting the economic
shock of the COVID19 pandemic has reversed their strategies.
Claimant weaker states, which benefit from expanding trade with
china, absorb in not only ASEAN- centric but also China- centric
institutions in the region while disengaging from the United
States. The fact that Southeastern Asian countries are crucial
areas for the China’s Belt and Road Initiative and also its’
Maritime Silk Road frontlines, as well as for the Asian
Infrastructure Investment Bank that is in addition dominated by
China, and the fact that due to the pandemic there has been some
unprecedented surge in China’s economic relations with ASEAN
countries plus expansion of the Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership agreements between them demonstrates
that there has been mutual interests on both sides of the conflict
not only to cooperate profounder economically but to be driven
towards détente too. Therefore, it is argued in this article that the
pandemic has altered the direction of polarization in the region
of East Asia and created a less competitive environment
regarding the territorial disputes there. To support this argument
amplification of bilateral relations between China and claimant
states and the enhancement of China’s trade with ASEAN
countries since the outbreak of COVID19 on one hand, and
decreasing the defense spending of the claimant states on the
other, will be examined. It will be concluded that instability shock
of the pandemic has led the weaker side of the maritime



asymmetric conflict in Fast Asia to tend toward a much more
cooperative approach to China and more autonomous one
toward the United States.
